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Membership Committee

1. Purpose:

A. The purpose of the Membership Committee is to greet guests and prospective members at Club meetings, provide them with information about the Club, and help them to submit their application for membership.  

2. Duties:

A. A member of the committee shall greet guests at meetings, give background information about the Club, help them to learn about future meetings (make sure that they are receiving complimentary issues of the Vibes), explain the process of applying for membership when they ask, and answer any other questions they may have.

B. A list of guests will be given to the Recording Secretary at each meeting so that their names may be published in the minutes.  This serves a dual purpose:

1) It informs members of guest attendees,
2) Serves as verification that prospective members have met the requirement of attending three (3) meetings in one (1) calendar year.

3. Application Procedure:
The procedure for applying for membership is as follows: 
(Condensed from the Constitution Article II, Section 3)
A. A prospective member must attend three (3) meetings within the period of one year.  
B. At the third meeting, when requested, an application for membership may be obtained.  
C. The application and dues may be turned in to the Membership Committee Chairperson at the next meeting, where it will be read for the first time.  
D. The application shall then be read a second time at the next consecutive meeting where it shall be voted on by the Club members.
E. Before submitting the application, the prospective member must obtain the signature of two (2) sponsors not in the same family.  Sponsors of new members must be aware of the following regulations: 

1) A sponsor must have been a Club member for at least one year.

2) A member may sponsor only two (2) people for membership during a calendar year.

3) The primary sponsor must have known the applicant for at least six (6) months.

4) The primary sponsor must have visited the applicant’s home at least once.

5) The secondary sponsor must have known the applicant for at least three (3) months, and it is recommended, but not mandatory, that the secondary sponsor should have visited the applicant’s home.

6) Only those members in good standing may sponsor prospective members.  For the purposes of membership only, a member in good standing with the Club is as follows:
· The member has no outstanding dues or fines.
· The member has attended at least two (2) meetings in the previous calendar year (this requirement is waived if the member lives outside a 100 mile radius of the Greater St. Louis Area).
7) At least one sponsor must be present at the time of voting to answer questions that may arise about the prospective member.
F. The Board and Officers of the club shall help new members choose a committee to serve on based on their interests and time available.
G. Committee Chairperson may ask the prospective new member to fill out the Special Interests Survey, but it is not a requirement that they do so.
